3)  Must not have been screened at main competition section of “competitive feature film festivals
(non-specialised)” accredited by FIAPF™* prior to TIFF.
4)  Must have its East-Asian Premiere at TIFF. World and International Premieres are given priority.
5)  Films running under 60 minutes will not be accepted.
6)  Documentary flms are not eligible.
The application of these conditions belongs at the discretion of TIFF.
